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This three-credit course will provide teachers and administrators with the tools necessary to implement Positive Behavior Interventions and Supports (PBIS) in a school. Following the completion of this course, participants will be able to:

· Describe the foundations and main features of a school-wide discipline model

· Develop a school-wide discipline model that includes expectations and guidelines for implementation within the school community
· Describe the process for using multiple sets of data to inform school-wide decision making

· Evaluate the effectiveness of a school-wide discipline model


Admission (for non-degree seeking students)
Post-baccalaureate students who wish to take graduate courses but are not interested in earning a degree at this time must apply for graduate special student status.
