Dealing with Inappropriate Student Behavior



A student is not being respectful/responsible.








1.  The teacher talks to the student privately to discuss the behavior and school expectations.











2.  The teacher contacts the parent via a written note, phone call and/or conference.








When dealing with inappropriate behavior, remember SOTEL ME!  Our students need to feel physically and emotionally safe in our school environment.  The objective should be to teach a child appropriate social behavior and engage him/her in problem solving solutions to inappropriate behavior that will allow him/her to be available for academic learning.


Classroom referrals can serve as documentation for students who consistently demonstrate disrespectful and/or irresponsible behavior.


The organizer at the right outlines expected strategies to be used to support students who are demonstrating inappropriate behavior.





Some examples of immediate office referrals:





1.  A student physically hurts another person such that the “victim” needs to be sent to the nurse due to bleeding and/or swelling.





 2.  A student who runs away from his/her teacher/class.





3.  A student who threatens to kill and/or physically harm another person to the extent that the person threatened truly believes he/she is in danger.











3.  The teacher “Kid-talks” with team and may include guidance counselor.  A plan is developed and implemented.











4.  Teacher has a parent conference.








5.  The teacher notifies administrator(s) regarding concerns and determines whether CST is the next appropriate step to problem solve the issue or if other actions are necessary. Plan is implemented.














6.  Teacher sets up a parent conference and includes an administrator to outline behavior expectations and appropriate consequences for inappropriate behavior.  Pupil services team may be used to help develop an appropriate plan.
