Students who display exceptional behaviors can be acknowledged through Dolphin Notes. These notes can be given by an adult for positive behavior. Once received, the notes go into a box for a weekly drawing. The student whose name is drawn by his or her teacher can choose from a variety of incentives. Some things to choose from include a good note home, a sticker, a pencil, or a visit with the principal.

When the rules are followed, students have the opportunity to be recognized for their efforts through the Dolphin Club, by receiving Dolphin Notes, or by participating in classroom celebrations. When school rules are not followed, specific consequences result. 

A new incentive being introduced this year is the ACE award (Achievement, Citizenship, Excellence). This award is given at the end of each week by the homeroom teacher. Students getting the award receive a dog tag, get a phone call home and have their pictures displayed on the ACE bulletin board.

BE READY . . .

· School  Have all supplies needed at the start of class.

· Home  Get your backpack ready the night before school.

· Community Be at the bus stop on time.
